A key consideration in the selection of Fred H. Bixby fellows is the 
congruence of research interests between the applicant and a Popu-
lation Council staff mentor in the office of residence.  A list of men-

Duration

The term of appointment is two years. The continuation of the fellow-
ship in the second year is contingent upon a successful evaluation 
and review of performance in the first year.

Terms

Awards consist of a monthly stipend, health insurance, an allowance 
for relocation expenses, and attendance at one international profes-
sional meeting (including travel) per year. Fellows will be provided 
with office space, access to office support facilities, and use of a 
notebook computer. The fellow is responsible for all local accommo-
dations and living costs. The fellowship is a full-time commitment; no 
additional research, studies, or work may be pursued for the duration 
of the fellowship. 

Fred H. Bixby Fellowships are awarded to professionals in the 
early stages of their careers who have a demonstrated com-
mitment to remaining in or returning to a developing country 

after working/studying abroad to build capacity in local institutions. 
The program is competitive and will offer a limited number of fellow-
ships each year. 

Bixby fellowships allow citizens of developing countries to work 
with experienced mentors in the Council’s international network of 
offices. Fellows work on projects in the following program areas: 

•	HIV and AIDS
•	Poverty, Gender, and Youth
•	Reproductive Health

Eligibility requirements

Candidates must have recently completed (within the last five 
years)—or anticipate completing by 30 June of the year of appli-
cation—a Ph.D. or equivalent degree in the social sciences, public 
health, or biomedical sciences. All applicants should have previous 
direct experience with 
either biomedical 
research, program re-
search, or policy-rel-
evant social science 
research (preferably 
including one or more 
peer-reviewed publi-
cations). Applicants 
must be legal citizens 
of a developing coun-
try and be proficient 
in English.
